As we approach Rosh Hashanah, the Jewish New Year, we reflect that this is a different type of New Year. This is a renewal of the spiritual year, a commemoration of the creation of the world, all that is in it, a remembrance of things past, and a time of reflection. This year we are saddened by the loss of our beloved Rabbi Reuben Levine, one of the founders of Hevrat Shalom who taught us and brought joy to our congregation, its school, and our programs.

Why do we return each year? Are we searching for answers, seeking a spiritual aloneness, while affirming our faith and beliefs? How do we face the New Year with all its pressures, demands, brokenness, sense of loss, and fragmentation in the community? How do we understand the difficulties we experience in the world’s continuing double standard with regard to the Jewish people and Israel?

At the same time, we wish to renew our sense of wonder that life can be filled with blessings, that life can be a partnership with God for goodness and holiness. We need a sense of regeneration, rebirth, a sense that we can begin anew. We need to feel connected to family, friends and community. We need to understand how community can lift up our sense of who we are as we engage in helping others in Tikkun Olam, repairing the world.

As we look back at the wonder of this past year, it joys and its difficulties, its toll on many people who are suffering in our country, in war, and in our own community, we pray that God hear our prayer for forgiveness, that God renew us to life in the year ahead, and that we commit ourselves to learn together, support, and challenge each other as to how we may perform deeds of kindness, charity, and righteousness.
